EA Connector to QCis not an add-in for Enterprise Architect. It is implemented as a windows service (Catch
Limited EA Connector to QQ and requires installation on a server that has networ k access to the Quality
Center server, as well as the server hosting the Enterprise Architect repository. The server will also need
internet access to retrieve license keys and software updates from the Catch web service.

4.2 Software Requirements

The following are to be installed on the server prior to installing EA Connector to QC

e Alicensed version of Enterprise Architect Version 6.5 or higher
e Quality Center COM Objects (see Installation Instructions)
e .NET20

EA Connector to QCwas built to sup port Enterprise Architect Corporate Edition with a DBMS backend.
NOTE: .EAP Files are NOT Supported

4.2.1 Supported Environments

e EA Connector to QCis supported on Windows XP, Windows 2003 Server and Windows Vista Platforms.

e Enterprise Architect Corporate Edition versions 6.5 and 7.0 and 7.1, running on SQL Server 2005,
Oracle 10g release 2 and PostgreSQL 8.3.

e Quality Center running on SQL Server 20050r Oracle with Apache.

4.2.2 Explicitly NOT Supported

The following databases, application versions and oper ating systems are not supported:

Operating systems that do not support .Net 2.0 (e.g. Windows NT)
SQL Server 7.0 and earlier and MySQL based repositories.
Enterprise Architect .EAP Files.

EA Connector to QCrequires Enterprise Architect and the Quality Center OTA COM library to be installed on
the same server. Enterprise Architect need not be running for the connector to work. The Quality Center OTA
COM library will be automatically installed if you log into Quality Center  from a web browser from the server
the application is installed on.

5.1 Getting Started

If you have a previous version installed:

2. Uninstall the program in 'Add/Remove programs’

Run the supplied setup.msi file for the connector and leave default options (if asked).
5.1.1 Registering the Product
